Introduction du poste et sa position dans l’organigramme
The French National Institute for Ocean Science (IFREMER)’ vision is to advance science, expertise and innovation to protect and restore the ocean, sustainably use marine resources to benefit society and create and share ocean data, information & knowledge. A pioneer in ocean science, IFREMER’s cutting-edge research is grounded in sustainable development and open science. IFREMER has been nominated by the French Ministry of the Environment (MTES) in charge of the Marine Strategy Framework Directive implementation in France, together with other institutes. Among the 11 MSFD descriptors, IFREMER is responsible and co-responsible of 7 of them, including the descriptor 8 on contaminants which is led by the Biogeochemistry and ecotoxicology unit (BE) of the Department of Biological Resources and Environment (RBE). In this framework, the SELI monitoring (Suivi des Effets bioLogiques Induits par la contamination chimique) has been implemented since 2016 to jointly assess the chemical contamination and the biological effects of the contamination in fish and bivalve to address D8C2 requirements. 
Presentation of the unit (BE) and position in the organigram 
The candidate will be based at the Biogeochemistry and ecotoxicology unit (BE) of the Department of Biological Resources and Environment (RBE), under the hierarchical responsibility of the unit responsible and the scientific responsibility of the D8 scientific responsible. She/he will also closely work with the project team and the co-scientific responsibility of the D8 from the Vigies unit (Department of Oceanography and Ecosystem Dynamics department). 
Missions principales (finalités de la fonction)
The candidate will have as principal mission to develop an integrated assessment methodology to assess the marine organism health on the basis of the SELI monitoring data (i.e. biomarkers responses and chemical contaminants levels). The development of such approach includes for instance the derivation or revision of threshold values for several biomarkers, the development of the indicator to integrate the different monitored parameters, as well as the assessment the geographical and biological relevance of this indicator. This work could also conduct to propose adaptation of the present SELI protocol. 

Activités principales 
The candidate will be in charge of the development of indicators for each biomarkers and contaminants as well as a chemical-biological integrated indicator for good environmental status (GES) assessment under the D8C2. 

Expected results includes:

· Derivation or revision of the thresholds necessary for the interpretation of each biomarkers in the MSFD context. 
· Development of an integrated indicator for GES assessment under D8C2 in early 2022. 

· Data collection and acquisition within the SELI monitoring. Participation to one SELI sea campaign is expected (probably the one in September 2021, in the Bay of Seine and Bay of Somme). 

Expected valorization includes:

· Reports to the funding bodies

· Scientific publications 

· Stand-alone assessment sheets for D8C2 to be used for next GES assessment (mid 2022)
